Recommended method

Using a clean receptacle, add SCHONOX
XP 15 to cold clean water to form
a homogeneous mixture. Use of a
mixer with disc stirring rod is recom-
mended. After a short maturing time,
mix again thoroughly. Then pour out
the levelling compound and spread
using a smoothing trowel. Even sur-
faces are easily achieved with the
SCHONOX SCHWEDENRAKEL. With the
use of the SCHONOX SCHWEDENRAKEL
itis possible to achieve an even surface
without difficulties. It is usually not ne-
cessary to remove trowelling defects
or to level more than once.

In the case of higher layer-thickness,
contact with vertical structures should
be avoided by putting in an perimeter
isolating strip.

If a second layer of levelling compound
is to be applied, the first levelling com-
pound layer should be primed with
SCHONOX KH (1:1) or SCHONOX KH FIX.
The maximum layer thickness may not
be exceeded in case of two-layer ap-
plication.
